	Cycle A
	Colour Splash (Painting and Mixed Media)

In this unit children learn about primary and secondary colours, colour mixing techniques, and applying these skills in painting and printing. The lessons encourage exploration and confidence in colour use, culminating in creating a painted plate in the style of an artist. This unit enhances pupils' understanding of colours and their applications in art. Use this unit hub to inform your medium-term plan and to navigate to related resources.
	
	Map it Out (Craft and Design)

This unit focuses on teaching children to explore and create maps through various art forms, including drawing, working in relief, printmaking, and designing stained glass. The lessons aim to develop skills in sorting, designing, and evaluating art, encouraging students to present and discuss their creations in a class gallery setting. 	Ancient Egyptian scrolls (craft & design)

This unit focuses on exploring and creating Ancient Egyptian art, guiding pupils in understanding and applying the styles, patterns, and techniques of Ancient Egyptian art through lessons that include designing scrolls, making paper, and creating contemporary responses using zines. Use this unit hub to inform your medium-term plan and to navigate to related resources.

	
	Light and dark (painting & mixed media)

Children will talk about paintings and learn what tints and shades are. They will practise mixing colours, use them to make objects look 3D, and try arranging objects in different ways. They will sketch their ideas, then make a final painting that shows light and dark, painting carefully so the objects can be recognised.
	
	Developing drawing skills (drawing)

	Depth, emotion and movement (drawing)

Exploring mark making for showing depth, emotion and movement.
	
	Fabric of nature (craft & design) + Growing artists (drawing)

Children will use subject vocabulary to describe objects, images and sounds, and study the work of William Morris. They will create mood boards with a theme and colour palette, complete confident drawings, and develop patterns inspired by their research. They will explore how patterns repeat, follow steps to create their own repeating design, and learn about fabric printing methods. Using sketchbooks, they will evaluate their patterns and generate ideas for how their designs could be used on products.

	
	Make my voice heard (drawing) 
+ Abstract shape and space (sculpture and 3D)

This unit focuses on teaching pupils how to transform 2D card shapes into three-dimensional structures and sculptures. Pupils explore abstract shapes and space, develop skills in constructing 3D objects, and understand the difference between 2D and 3D art.
