	War and Remembrance
 
Children learn about the First World War and Remembrance Day. They find out about Walter Tull, a significant individual in British history who was the first black British Army officer. They deepen their historical awareness and understanding by studying photographic primary sources. They find out why and how Remembrance Day is marked, the experiences of soldiers in the trenches, the animals who helped them and the importance of women's roles on the Home Front.

Vocabulary: army, courage, front line, home front, poppy, remembrance, trenches
	Kings and Queens 

Children learn about the significant British monarchs in history, and carry out a more in-depth study of Richard III as well as drawing comparisons between Elizabeth I and Queen Victoria. The unit consolidates the children's awareness of the past and significant individuals through using timelines and making comparisons between various periods in history


Vocabulary: monarch, parliament, succession, crown, power
	Significant Explorers

Children explore why some people are considered significant. They learn about the explorations of Ibn Battuta and Matthew Henson. They compare Matthew Henson’s polar exploration to a recent exploration by Felicity Aston. They investigate how we remember significant people and how values may change over time in relation to this. 

Vocabulary: achievement, astronaut, equipment, expedition, explorer, polar, significant
	The Great Fire of London 

Children explore the key events of the Great Fire of London and develop understanding of ways in which we can find out about the past. The children increase their awareness of the past by learning about what London was like in the 17th century. They compare life in the 17th century to the present day and consider how some problems, such as the lack of an organised fire brigade and the type of buildings, caused the fire to spread. Children consider how and why some things changed as a result of the fire, in order to be safer. 

Vocabulary: bakery, diary, fire engine, fire fighter, St Paul’s Cathedral, rebuilt, River Thames, 17th Century

	Ancient Egypt

Pupils learn about the achievements of this ancient civilisation. They learn how and where the ancient Egyptians lived, what was important to the daily lives of ancient Egyptians, who Tutankhamun was and how mummies were made. The children learn about how Egyptian people used hieroglyphs to communicate and compare the powers of different gods.

Vocabulary: ancient, civilisation, Egypt, hieroglyphics, irrigation, The Nile, pharaoh,, tomb 
	Local Study – Census

Children learn how the census provides information about people in the past and use it to make inferences about their lives. They create questions about Victorian working conditions and the experiences of working children, and compare how life changed across different time periods. Pupils use primary and secondary sources alongside the census to check data and build a fuller understanding of history. They also study the changes shown in the 1921 census and plan a local history enquiry using census evidence.

Vocabulary: census, inference, enquiry, evidence, primary source, secondary source, data, compare, continuity, change

	Ancient Greece

Children learn where and when key events during the ancient Greek period took place. They explore ‘trade’, ‘civilisation’ and ‘empire’ and explore how Alexander the Great grew an empire. Children explore what life was like for people who were enslaved during ancient Greek times. They explore the differences between life in ancient Athens and ancient Sparta. They learn about early democracy. Children gather evidence about the ancient Greek Olympics, and learn about the beliefs of the ancient Greeks.   


Vocabulary: ancient, civilisation, city states, empire, legacies, democracy, myth
	The Maya

Children learn about the ancient Maya civilisation: who the ancient Maya people were and where and when they lived, what they ate. They use maps and atlases to locate Maya cities and identify countries in Mesoamerica. They study the religious beliefs and rituals of the ancient Maya people and find out about some of the gods they worshipped. They learn about the Maya number and writing system and practise writing words using logograms and syllabograms in the hieroglyphic style of the ancient Maya people. The children study explorers John Lloyd Stephens and Frederick Catherwood.

Vocabulary: civilisation, drought, jaguar, scribes, codices, maize, cacao beans
	British Chronology – WWII

Children learn to identify the causes of World War II and explore the different phases of the Battle of Britain. They make deductions about the Blitz using photographs and consider how children may have felt when evacuated. Pupils evaluate the accuracy and reliability of historical sources and investigate how the war impacted the lives of women and African-Caribbean migrants.

Vocabulary: advancement, alliance, cause, conflict, cultural exchange, emigration, evacuation, immigration, migration, propaganda
 
	 Anglo Saxons and Scots

Children learn about the invasions of Anglo Saxons and Scots in 5th century and how British life changed as a result. They learn about Anglo Saxon influence on language and what life was like in an Anglo Saxon village. They explore religion through this time and the emergence of Christianity. 
Vocabulary: Angles, Saxons, picts, Scots, invaders, kingdom, Pagan, Christianity
	Stone Age to Iron Age

 Children learn that prehistory was the time before written records, and that we find out about it through archaeology. They explore how life in Britain changed from the Stone Age to the Iron Age, including how people survived as hunter-gatherers, how farming and settlements developed, and why sites like Skara Brae and Stonehenge are important. They learn how bronze and later iron changed technology, the building of hillforts, and the role of tribes and Druids. Key vocabulary includes: hunter-gatherer, agriculture, settlement, migration, tribe, technology, prehistoric, bronze, iron, and monument.
	Roman Empire

Children learn about the spread of the Roman Empire across Europe, parts of North Africa and West Asia. They learn how Britain changed after the invasion and conquest by the Roman army in AD 43 and the impact on daily life. They learn about the Roman legacy and explore key historical terms such as 'empire', 'invasion' and 'conquest'. Children study written primary sources and explore why the Romans invaded Britain. They learn about the building of a network of roads, the construction of new towns and the development of agriculture and countryside villas. They study Queen Boudicca of the Iceni tribe, exploring British resistance to Roman rule and consider the events of the rebellion from different perspectives. They look at the building of Hadrian’s Wall (in AD 122).
