Notice and ask questions about differences, such as skin colour, types of hair, gender, special needs and disabilities, religion and so on. PSED
Explore and respond to different natural phenomena in their setting and on trips.

Know that there are different countries in the world and talk about the differences they have experienced or seen in photos. UW
Talk about what they see, using a wide vocabulary.
Use all their senses in hands-on exploration of natural materials. UW
Begin to understand the need to respect and care for the natural environment and all living things. UW
Continue developing positive attitudes about the differences between people.
Develop their sense of responsibility and membership of a community. (PSED)
Understand position through words alone. For example, “The bag is under the table,” – with no pointing. M 
Describe a familiar route. M
Discuss routes and locations, using words like ‘in front of’ and ‘behind’. M 
Make imaginative and complex ‘small worlds’ with blocks and construction kits, such as a city with different buildings and a park. (EAD)
Understand ‘why’ questions, like: “Why do you think the caterpillar got so fat?” (CLL)
Understand the key features of the life cycle of a plant and an animal.
Talk about the differences between materials and changes they notice.
